Abstract

The objective of the research entitled “The Imbalance of Economic and Political
Structures towards the Democratic System of Thailand*” are to study (1) the imbalance
of economic and political structures that effect the present democratic system of
Thailand, (2) the resolution of both economic and political structures, (3) the resclution
of both structures might be prolonged as occurred in England and France etc., and (4)
to encourage every part of Thailand that needs democracy as really acceptable from the
Thai people, otherwise both structures must be resclved or else absolutely reformed.
The research findings revealed that political institution in the democratic system such
as parliament, political parties or even election system lacks righteousness particularly
concerning to economic structure that has been developed without its balance. The
imbalance of political structure absolutely differentiates the urban and the rural that
the rural area has more populations than the urban area but it does not have power
over the government. In the contrary, the urban area or Bangkok has fewer populations
than the rural area but it is the most powerful over the government as explained in
“The Two Nakara Democratic Theory” Furthermore, the study results also indicated
that the imbalance of political system resulting from the military and the civil servants,
together with economic structure, givesrise to more imbalance such as election system,
