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ABSTRACT

These objectives of this research were: (1) to study transformational leadership of school
administrators under Chiangmai Primary Educational Service Area Office 5 (2) to study the work
motivation of teachers under Chiangmai Primary Educational Service Area Office 5; and (3) to study the
relationship between transformational leadership of school administrators and the work motivation of
teachers under Chiangmai Primary Educational Service Area Office 5.

Research methodology was survey research. The population were 111 teachers in schools under
Chiangmai Primary Educational Service Area Office 5. Sample was obtained via stratified random sampling
technique, comprised of 92 teachers. Research procedure consisted of 4 steps: (1) study of research
problem; (2) research design; (3) data collection and analysis; and (4) research report writing. The
instrument uses for data collection was a 5-level rating scale questionnaires. The statistics used for data
analysis were percentage, mean, Standard Deviation and Pearson's correlation coefficient.

Major findings were as follows: (1) the transformational leadership of school administrators under
Chiangmai Primary Educational Service Area Office 5 overall was at high levels ; (2) the work motivation
of teachers under Chiangmai Primary Educational Service Area Office 5 overall was at high levels ; and
(3) the relationship between transformational leadership of school administrators and the work
motivation of teachers under Chiangmai Primary Educational Service Area Office 5 was negative

correlation coefficient, at high level with statistical significance at .01 level.
