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Students’ Perception on Sex Education,
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Abstract

The objective of this research is to study the perception of the sophomore
students on sex education comprised 1) human reproductive system, 2) puberty/
adolescent sexual development, 3)sexual exploitation, 4)pregnancy, 5)birth control, 6)
sexually transmitted diseases and 7)sexual health care. The samples were the 589
sophomore students from 7 faculties. The instrument was the 2 parts questionnaires
modified from Family Life and Sexual Health (FLASH) Lesson Plans: Comprehensive
Sexuality Education Curriculum. Data were collected using questionnaire and return to
the researcher and analyzed with the program computer. The SPSS statistic used for
data analysis was percentage, average, standard deviation, t-test and ANOVA.

The results revealed that most of sample was female, age raged between 18-24
year. The large group was aged range between 20-23 years Z73%). Most of them had
experience on sex education (77%). Most of the students (83 percent) got 12% year of
formal education. The perception on sex education score were at the low level (57.6%),
moderate 404% and high 1.9%. The perception score on sex education of female students
was higher than male student with a statistical significant at the 0.0; level. The
student in age group 20 and higher had higher perception score than the younger, but
the students who had different experience in sex education learning and those who
had different educational background were not significant different perception score

on sex education.
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The study suggests that the e-learning, e-book and CAI should be applied for
the instruction media. In addition, the further study should be covering the risk behaviaor
both of the perception and performance.
